
DIRECTIONS TO DALKEITH HOUSE (Rev. 7/14/09) 
EDINBURGH AIRPORT 
From the Edinburgh Airport, most people take a taxicab (cab fare is running between £30-35).  If you are driving yourself, depart 
the airport for Edinburgh.  Follow this until you reach the Edinburgh Bypass (A720).  Take this until it ends at the Sheriffhall 
roundabout.  Take the Dalkeith exit (A68) off this roundabout.  You will then come to a traffic light.  Turn left at this light onto 
the High Street and go about three blocks right into Dalkeith Country Park. Once inside the gate, proceed to the left lane and go 
about 1/2 block where the lane divides again.  Go about one block and park in front of Dalkeith House. 
  
EDINBURGH CITY CENTRE BY CAR 
From Edinburgh by car, take Old Dalkeith Road to the Sheriffhall roundabout (about six miles).  Take the Dalkeith exit (A68) off 
this roundabout.  You will then come to a traffic light.  Turn left at this light onto the High Street and go about three blocks 
directly into Dalkeith Country Park. Once inside the gate, proceed in the left lane and go about 1/2 block where the lane divides 
again, follow the sign for Wisconsin.  Go about one block and park in front of Dalkeith House. 
 
EDINBURGH AIRPORT TO DALKEITH VIA EDINBURGH CITY CENTRE BY BUS 
You will take the Airport Bus 100 (£3 one way) from the airport to the City Centre. Due to construction, your best option would 
be to ask the driver to let you off at the stop closest to Shandwick Place on the West End. Once you get off the bus, walk to the 
bus stop in front of Boots Pharmacy. There will be sign over the bus shelters that indicates which buses stop at each location. 
You will be looking for the following buses: 3, 3A, 86, or 86A. The bus costs £1.20 - you will need exact change. The trip is 
about six miles and takes about 30-40 minutes. Ask the bus driver to tell you when you are getting near the Dalkeith Buccleuch 
Street stop (keep an eye out for the Midlothian Library and a billiards hall called The Corner Pocket, the stop is in front of library 
and across the street from The Corner Pocket). When you get off the bus, go left (as you are facing the library) toward High 
Street. At High Street, take a right and walk through town (less than ½ mile) until you come to Dalkeith Country Park. Once 
inside the gate, proceed in the left lane and go about ½ block where the lane divides again, follow the sign for Wisconsin. Go 
about one block and you will be in front of Dalkeith House. Ring the doorbell and a member of staff will be with you shortly.   
 
EDINBURGH CITY CENTRE BY BUS 
If coming by bus from Edinburgh, you will be looking for the following buses: 3, 3A, 86, or 86A which depart from George 
Street and North Bridge. The bus costs £1.20 - you will need exact change. The trip is about six miles and takes about 30-40 
minutes. Ask the bus driver to tell you when you are getting near the Dalkeith Buccleuch Street stop (keep an eye out for the 
Midlothian Library and a billiards hall called The Corner Pocket, the stop is in front of library and across the street from The 
Corner Pocket). When you get off the bus, go left (as you are facing the library) toward High Street. At High Street, take a right 
and walk through town (less than ½ mile) until you come to Dalkeith Country Park. Once inside the gate, proceed in the left lane 
and go about ½ block where the lane divides again, follow the sign for Wisconsin. Go about one block and you will be in front of 
Dalkeith House. Ring the doorbell and a member of staff will be with you shortly.   
  
GLASGOW AIRPORT BY CAR 
If coming from the Glasgow airport by car, take the Glasgow exit.  Follow this through Glasgow and on toward Edinburgh until 
you reach the Edinburgh Bypass (A720).  Take this until it ends at the Sheriffhall roundabout.  Take the Dalkeith exit (A68) off 
this roundabout.  You will then come to a traffic light.  Turn left at this light onto the High Street and go about three blocks right 
into Dalkeith Country Park. Once inside the gate, proceed in the left lane and go about 1/2 block where the lane divides again, 
follow the sign for Wisconsin.  Go about one block and park in front of Dalkeith House. 
   
GLASGOW AIRPORT BY BUS 
You can take a bus from Glasgow airport into Glasgow Bus Station and then transfer to a bus for Edinburgh (about £8 round 
trip).  After arrival at the Bus Station in Edinburgh (St. Andrews Terminal), walk to George Street and catch the 3, 3A, 86, or 
86A.  The bus costs £1.20 - you will need exact change. The trip is about six miles and takes about 30-40 minutes. Ask the bus 
driver to tell you when you are getting near the Dalkeith Buccleuch Street stop (keep an eye out for the Midlothian Library and a 
billiards hall called The Corner Pocket, the stop is in front of library and across the street from The Corner Pocket). When you 
get off the bus, go left (as you are facing the library) toward High Street. At High Street, take a right and walk through town (less 
than ½ mile) until you come to Dalkeith Country Park. Once inside the gate, proceed in the left lane and go about ½ block where 
the lane divides again, follow the sign for Wisconsin. Go about one block and you will be in front of Dalkeith House. Ring the 
doorbell and a member of staff will be with you shortly.
